Ca Qhov Tseeb Yeej!
Let The Truth Prevail! 

Qhov tseeb yuav ua qhov cuav tsi tau, hab qhov cuav yuav ua qhov tseeb tsi tau. Yaam
tau tshwmsim lawm yug yuav dlaag has tas tsi tau tshwmsim los yeej tsi tau.  Yaam
muaj yug yuav zais has tas tsi muaj yeej zais tsi tau.  Txawm yug zais npaum le caag
los yaam kws tub muaj lawm tes tub yeej muaj lawm. Vim le ntawd Tswv Yexus txhaj
has tas “Qhov tseeb mej cale has tas tseeb, qhov cuav mej cale has tas cuav. Yog mej
has tshaaj ntawd tes yog mej has le dlaab Ntxwj-nyoog has lawm.” (Mathais 5:37). 

Nyob rua huv tshooj 43, peb tub kawm lawm has tas thaum Yauxej cov tijlaug moog
txug tebchaws Isziv, puab tau moog pe Yauxej vim puab tsi paub tas Yauxej yog puab
tug kwv. Tej ntawd tau tshwmsim lawv nraim le Yauxej ob zaaj npaumsuav thaum nwg
muaj noobnyoog 17 xyoo.  Tabsis Yauxej tsi kaam qha nwg cov tijlaug paub has tas
nwg tub yog puab tug kwv Yauxej ntaag.  Nwg zais qhov tseeb.  Nwg muab Ximes-oos
khuab tseg rua Isziv hab kuas puab coj tau puab tug kwv Npeeyamees moog txug nwg
le maam tso Xime-oos.  

Peb yuav taug zaaj nuav moog ntxiv seb nwg yuav zoog le caag.  Nyeem kuas
taagnrho Chivkeeb tshooj 44 hab 45 uantej ten cov lug nug nuav. 

What is true cannot be untrue, neither can the untrue be considered as true.  What has
happened, we cannot lie that it has not happened.
